It was the first year we established 
an Annual Fund here at St. Louis School to help eliminate 
sale fundraising. This year we eliminated the selling of 
cookie dough. Thank to your generosity, and that of 
alumni, friends of the school, and parishioners, the 
Annual Fund raised over $52,000! Thank you! 
 
 

Lower Your Tuition! 
 
Would you like to lower the tuition St. Louis School 
charges? It is easy and painless – buy scrip cards from St. 
Louis School. Scrip cards are available for HEB, 
Randall’s, many retail stores, and restaurants. We even 
have scrip for iTunes! The cards can be used anywhere in 
the country which makes them the perfect gift for 
someone, or to send food and gas money to your college 
bound student. The more money raised through scrip, the 
less tuition needs to be increased each year. It is that 
simple. The school buys the scrip cards at a discount and 
sells them to you at face value. You receive the FULL 
face value to use. Simply use them at the cash register as 
you would a credit card. Unused amounts stay on the card 
until you use them up. If every school family would use 
scrip to just buy groceries each week, scrip would raise 
over $80,000 a year!  
 
Scrip can be purchased over the summer after all English 
Masses at St. Louis Church or at the school office in June 
and August. During July, scrip will be available at the 
church office. Thank you for your support of the scrip 
card program.
